GRANT APPLICATION PROCESS

DOMINICAN SISTERS IN COMMITTED COLLABORATION

The Project must demonstrate:
1. that it contributes to the furthering of Dominican Life and Mission as envisioned by the Committed Collaboration Statement; 
          2.  that it is an inter-congregational initiative that fosters the spirit 
               of the Committed Collaboration Statement;
3. that it includes plans for communication with and involvement of the entire OPSCC community (e.g. regular updates including in regular Congregational Communications,  an invitation to participate directly or to participate indirectly by providing supplies, donations, prayers, volunteer services, clerical support, etc.)
Funding:

1. Project grants will be awarded annually for one year.

2. Grant funding will be dispersed after approval.

3. A maximum of $30,000 will be dispersed annually; therefore, individual grant applications may not exceed $8,000.
4.  Funding will run from July 1, 2022 — June 30, 2023
5. Applicants must identify potential sources of outside support for on-going projects.
Procedures for grant application:

1. Application must be completed and submitted electronically by the stated deadline.

2. Application must state criteria and process for self-evaluation.

3. A committee established by the Core Committee of the OPSCC will evaluate applications and approve the grants.

4. Grant Applications must be received by the Committed Collaboration Grant Committee by April 8, 2022. Grants will be decided by the end of May and checks issued in June.
5. The recipient of the grant will evaluate the project during February, 2023 according to stated criteria and how the project contributed to furthering Dominican Life and Mission as envisioned by Committed Collaboration.
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
